Case 3: A 14-year-old male presents with fever and sore throat for 5 days
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VIS: BT 38.1C, HR 130/min, RR 28/min, BP 120/80 mmHg
GA: Alert, good consciousness
HEENT: Not pale conjunctivae, anicteric sclerae, tonsils enlargement 3+ withpatch, bilateral solitary cervical lymph

node enlargement, size 2 cm in diameter at left side and 1cm in diameter at right side, movable, rubbery

consistency, not tender
Heart : Normal S1 S2, no murmur
Lungs: Normal breath sound, no adventitious sound, clear both lung
Abdomen: Soft, no tenderness, liver and spleen cannot be palpated, liver span 8 cm
Skin: No rash

Neuro:  Glossly intact
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- CBC: Hb 13.3 gm%, Hct 43.2%, WBC 21900/mm’ (N 23.8%, L 61.8%, Mo 14.1%, BA 0.3%),

plt. 195,000/ mm®

- UA: yellow, clear, Sp.gr. 1.010, pH 6.5, RBC 0-1 Cell/HPF, WBC 0-1 Cell/HPF
