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LOGOCIRCUMCISION

• Routine circumcission in all 
male neonates?

• Religious, ethnic, cultural and 
cosmetic



LOGOFORESKIN

• Protects the glans, keeping its surface soft, 
moist, warm and sensitive

• Puts the urethra at a distance from its 
environment

• Mucous membrane tissue: Apocrine glands, 
Plasma cells, Sebaceous glands, Langerhans 
cells
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LOGOFORESKIN

• Apocrine glands: lysozyme, cathepsin B, 
chymotrypsin, neutrophil elastase, 
cytokine

• Plasma cells: immunoglobulin
• Langerhans cells: Langerin
• Removal of the foreskin destroys all this 

functionality.
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LOGOFORESKIN

• Physiologic phimosis at birth
• By 3 years of age, 90% of foreskin can 

be retracted
• Less than 1% of males have phimosis 

by 17 years of age
• In boys with phimosis, topical steroid 

cream loosens the phimotic ring in 70-
80% 
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
